The required text styles illustrated in this Microsoft WORD document must be used as a template for production of poster abstracts by replacing the relevant text with your own. The easiest way to use this abstract form is by cutting and pasting unformatted text into each section to maintain the document’s present format.

The abstract should address the following contents: Objectives, Methods, Results and Conclusion. You may also add References. The text of the abstract body is Arial, 11 point, single-spaced. Page layout is A4 portrait, 2.5 cm margins. Please underline the name and surname of the author that will present the poster at the conference. References within the abstract body are given in brackets (e.g, [1,2]).

Equations may be included in the abstract, by using the Word equation editor (Insert Object/Microsoft Equation).
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The text fonts in the equation should be Arial and Symbol (11 point).
You may include acknowledgements at the end of the abstract.
Abstracts must not exceed one page or not more than 1’800 characters, including spaces. Please submit the abstract as a Microsoft DOC or DOCX document. The maximum allowable size of the Microsoft DOC file is 3 MB. Only electronic submissions will be accepted by submission through http://www.lifesciencesweek.ch.
